The applicant proposes to reprocess the Miami Tailings pile, which is
located on the north side of Bloody Tanks Wash in the town of Miami,

Arizona. Approximately thirty five million tons of tailings are allocated for
reprocessing. Hydraulic mining techniques will be used to mine the tailing
file and the slurry shall be processed at an expansion to the existing solvent
extraction (SX) electrowinning (EW) plant. Raffinate from the SX processing
shall undergo two stages of washing with the underflow from the second
thickner being pumped via pipeline for final deposition in the Copper Cities
pit approximately three miles north of the SX-EW plant. Approximately 12,000
tpd shall be mined from the Miami Tailings pile, with an expected project
lifetime of approximately eight years. The reprocessed tailing slurry shall
be deposited in such a manner (decanting) to capture and recycle (pumpback)
any excess slur solution for use at the mining/processing site. Monitoring
the slurry water quality shall be required as well as groundwater monitoring
at both the mining site (Miami tailings pile) and the disposal location
(Copper City pit) and leak detection systems shall be required for slurry and
decant water pipelines.
