Access is by means of paved road toward Gila
Bend as far as Arizona Gas Station, thence west for 3 miles to a point between Childs
and Ajo Ranges.,

Claims: 1L unpatented
Minerals:‘Copper, some gold (silver locally) and silica.

Work: Several diamond drill holes up to 305 ft. deep, 3=l short shafts and cuts. The
drill holes were partly drilled by BE. C. Hickman, several years ago.

Geology: According to Kerng the property lies mainly in quartz monzonite porphyry (said
To be New Cornelia monzonite) overlain on west by rhyolite and latite. Strong fracturing
is variably crusted by chrysocolla at the surface. Some places sulphides (bornite and
chalcopyrite) appear within 10-15 feet of the surface.According to Kerns one claim has
400,000 tons of silica flux material containing from 3/Li% to 2% copper and over 90%
81110a. This has one hole (inclined at L5° angle) 280 ft. long, which was entirely in
siliceous material., McClintock drilled this hole. The material appears to be monzonite
stringered closely by quartz veinlets. In the adjoining claim owned by someone else
solid quartz several feet thick appears.
