General:

The Picacho Peak property is located in Section 21,
T. 9 8., R. 9 E. and consists of twenty three claims. On
March 5 and 8, 1971, two GEOEX geologists D. Fischer and
Steve Cruze went to the property with Mr. H.B., Baldwin for
the purpose of locating claim positions and mapping the
geology as requested by Mr. Richard Hewlett, President of
Sierra Mineral Management.

The Copperhead claims located in 1969 by Mr. Baldwin,
are laid out east-west by north-south starting at the common
corner of Sections 15, 16, 21 and 22 T, 9 S., R. 9 E. This
point was established by Mr, Baldwin from measurements on an
aerial photograph. Triangulation shots taken by GEOEX from
the established cormer shows it to be approximately 650 feet
north and 500 feet west of the positions indicated by corre-
lation with the U.8.6.8. topographic quadrangle of the area.
This error results in the claims apparently overlapping on
to state land in Section 16 T, 9 8., R, 9 E. which is
reportedly under state lease.

Geology:

The Ficacho Peak property consists of a series of
dike-like ridges composed of a Tertiary intrusive complex
flanked by alluvial sediments. The intrusive rock is prima-
rily an andesite porphyry which appears to be covered in
places by extrusive volcanic flows. The area is marked by
several breccia zones some of which may be flow breccias.
There are several isolated outcroppings of copper minerali-
zation along shear zones up to ten inches wide, showing
chrysocolla with specular and red hematite. Nearly all
of the shear zones strike northwesterly and most dip to the
south rather steeply. In several claim locations, specifi-
cally Copperhead Nos. 4, 5, 8, 13 and 20 there has been
limited surface or very near surface mining activity,
reportedly for gold, exposing the fracture zones. In
particular, the workings on Copperhead No. 13 showed some
minor pyrite and chalcopyrite in the andesite, similarly,
sulfide remnants were found in workings on Copperhead No. 8.
The copper deposits are epigenetic with the apparent ore
control being fracture zones extending from depth. The
showings of mineralization are very small and isolated and
the possibility of an immediate economic oxide operation
is very remote and highly unlikely. The property, however,
shows indications for possible development of a sulfide ore
body at depth. The showings in the fracture zones are not
economic but may represent enough evidence to warrant further
exploration effort. (See geologic sketch map attached).

Recommendations:

The land to the south of the existing claims should be
investigated as to mineral rights ownership and if available,
further investigated to cover the possibility of sulfides
down dip in the fracture zomes. The exploration efforts
should be directed only toward the sulfide potential. This
would best be accomplished in a preliminary but categorical
manner to about 1000 feet deep, by an absolute minimum of
three and preferably five (I.P.) induced polarization lines
run perpendicular to the fracture zones. Approximately
four to eight field days would be required and would cost
$1,500.00 to $2,500.00. Simultaneously with the geophysics

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we could also evaluate the need for reconnaissance work
over the alluvium covered areas. Ultimately the economic
potential for this property can only be evaluated by a
properly designed and executed drilling program. The
proposed induced polarization survey should be the deciding
factor as to whether or mot any drilling in the ares is
warranted and if so, where and how it should be executed.

The three owners had located more claims in 1969 but B.L.M.said they
were invalid since area had been withdrawn by B.L.M. However,

- Baldwin had lawyers check this out and B.L.M. could not produce a
record of the land withdrawal. So they (B.L.M.) finally gave written

notice that area was open and two onwers released 26 claims.

I saw a number of movements and stakes in field. Roads have been
built and 6 rotary holes drilled by Baldwin. All cased and capped
except one in claim 13.

Baldwin has only reported part of depth of holes drilled for
assessment work in 1970, the rest will be reported in 1971 to
cover 1971 work.

Work Performed by Baldwin

Hole on claim 8 is only 65 feet deep and has pieces of tricone bit
in bottom.

Hole on claim 13 is 150 feet deep. Only top 5 feet has copper
value. Apparently he started under flat (South) dipping breccia
uyein® that carries copper values.

Hole on claim 12 has fair copper values all way. Baldwin believes
it is “"porphyry" to 180 feet then he encountered a white, bleached
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"porphyry" very silicious, and altered went through 60 feet or more
of it.

Hole on claim 4 is 125 feet deep. At that point water was encountered.
Also hit very hard rock and did not continue, but just bounced on

rock. Baldwin states that first 20 feet of hole had 0.60 copoer

We drove by other 2 holes but did not stop. No particular value in

Mineralization

Nearly all evidence of copper that were seen are related to "breccia®
dikes or flat “"veins" associated with flat faults. Most but not all
faults dip flat to south and west. Some quartz veins with copper
and presumably gold.

One major dike from 10 to 20 feet wide crossed claim 12 from west
central area to east 12 claim line at least 1000 feet. I did not
walk whole lenath but much evidence on hill sides.

Do not know about continous showings of copper along it.

Dike assays 0.98 Cu across about 15' on west end - channel cut by
E1 Paso Gas engineer. Looked good in wash on east end of 12 claim Tine.

Inspiration was signing up property a year ago, 1969, for $1,500,000
at $3,000 per month after 3 months, but Bureau of Land Management
tried to invalidate claims by saying area had been withdrawn.

Saw lots of claim stakes and monuments that belong to Baldwin.

Dike on 12 is a coxcomb deal so could get fair pit sides, but it
quarters across the main ridge.

E1 Paso Natural Gas people according to Baldwin have been on property
several times. They say they will take property if he can show them
20" of + 1% copper ore in a drill hole.

Majority of rocks seem to be porphyry (Andesites) with fairly large
feldspar crystals. In one or two places I saw the feldspar heavily
stained with copper - may be replacing feldspar. :

I believe the andesite porphyry is partly flaw material. Saw an
exposure in deep wash on west end of 18 that had reddish sandy rock
ynder-andesite, may be an ankose grit, this is Baldwin's "porphyry".

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Faults seem to be drag faults as Picacho Peak plug thrust upward -
breccia material came up along these slickensided fault zones.

Inspiration ran Z I P Tines,told Baldwin they were weak but
Inspiration wanted property. Baldwin hasn't recontracted Inspiration
since relocating claims. He was not satisfied with their desire for
3-6 months free time before they would sign up option.

This one dike on 12 might be set as possible ore.

1000' long by 12.5 wide (for convenience of tonnage) so have 1000
tons per feet of depth. (It could be wider and it could be
discontinous over the 1000') Hill is probably 200 feet high so
average 100 this would give 100,000 tons of 1.0 percent copper.

It could be worked from both ends by benching and slushing.

There probably is some faulting along washes - may be a upthrust
block on claim and although I believe I could trace the flat
"gold stope" dike vein across the gulch to west without much effort.

Dikes stick out in some places and disappear in others - so may be

- different amounts of silicification along dikes.

Saw a number of small 1" to 2" feeder veinlets on dikes with copper
minerals.
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
